Pros and Cons Of The Wix Platform

Wix is one of the greatest platforms ever created for e-commerce. But
like anything else and has its disadvantages and advantages.

For most people, the advantages far outweigh the disadvantages, but
to be fair, both sides should be presented so that you can choose
whether or not Wix is right for your e-commerce venture.

Let’s start with some of the advantages of Wix:

Advantages Of Wix

e Wix is competitively priced. The prices that they charge for the
various packages are comparable with other shopping platforms.

e Wix is extremely easy to use. The backend is modeled after
WordPress and so it has much the same look and feel.

Disadvantages Of Wix

The only real disadvantage that Wix has as an e-commerce platform is
the pricing, which was included as an advantage.

The reason that it is also included here is simply because there are e-
commerce platforms out there that charge nothing and with Wix you
do end up paying credit card processing fees, app fees, and of course
the monthly fee which can range between $29 and $179 a month.

However, for the functionality that you get, the price is still extremely
fair. With the $29 a month store and even with paying credit card
processing fees you’ll still have the potential to make a profit with your
Wix store.

Things To Consider Before Starting a Wix Store
Before you sign up for your free trial or choose a Wix plan you are
going to want to do some pre planning.

As the axiom goes: if you don’t have a destination in mind you have
very little chance of arriving there, which means that unless you plan
out your store beforehand you are probably not going to be able to
laser target it to a niche like you want.

The way that you start planning is by asking yourself some questions



like these:

Questions To Help Plan Your Wix Niche Store

e Do you plan on selling real-world products, digital products or
services? Is your pricing based upon a purchase model or a
subscription model?

e What is your niche going to be? Do you have enough products
within that niche to fill a store? Do you have the budget to buy
enough inventory to be assured of appealing to enough people?
(Obviously, if you are dropshipping this may not be applicable)

e What basic store design are you looking for?

e How are you planning on fulfilling your orders? Are you going to
use Wix’s printing labels, your own fulfillment method or are you
using a dropshipper? You can also connect your Stamp account
straight to print and bill your USPS account.

e What forms of payment are you going to offer? Are you going to
use the Wix included payment gateways or set up something on
your own?

Real-World, Digital or Services and Subscription Models

Nearly every Wix store out there sells real-world, physical products,
but that doesn’t mean that you are restricted to physical products. You
could choose to sell ebooks or other digital products or you could even
offer subscription-based services through your Wix store, to allow
access to a specific program or *member’s area” of your site.

Niche Planning

You obviously want to make sure that you can get items that you are
going to be selling, and whether or not you can buy those items at a
low enough price to be able to mark them up is a part of that. Some
store owners even take out a business loan to ensure they have
enough inventory to fulfill orders.



Store Design

The store design that you want is also a planning consideration
because you will need to choose between existing Wix themes, free or
premium, or having a web designer create a custom theme for you.

Order Fulfillment

Wix has a great system for order fulfillment. You purchase shipping
labels from them with postage included and the higher the Wix
package you choose, the more you save.

However, there are other shipping methods that you could set up and
integrate into your store if you don’t want to use Wix’s labels.

Payment Methods

Wix has several different payment gateways or methods that you can
use. If you want to use their own internal credit card machine, the fees
are low, and you will receive payment regularly from Wix.

Packages

There are many types of physical products that lend themselves well to
being sold in a package and this can be another opportunity to provide
a useful service by selling a subscription. A popular example of this for
instance is to sell clothes in packs that provide a ready-made outfit.

Several diets have recently become popular by providing the



ingredients for meals in a box that’s ready to make and eat and that's
calorie controlled.

You don’t even have to produce these products yourself. This is a great
way to sell packages as a reseller for instance - and that way there’s
no risk because you received the payment in advance!

Gifts

If your customers are the forgetful types, then why not let them set up
a yearly payment for a gqift? This way they can send flowers,
chocolates or jewelry every year on their anniversary for instance!

Some Tips For Getting More Members On Your

Membership Site

If you’re monetizing your website by selling a membership, then the
main objective of the free content you create is now going to be to
convert your visitors into paying subscribers.

This can be a highly lucrative business model and a great way to gain
passive, recurring income.

At the same time though, convincing people to pay for your content
can be difficult. As a rule, most content we discover online is free and
as such a lot of us aren’t used to paying for it. If you want to make
more money from your site, you're going to need to think about how
you’re going to cross that barrier and get people to put down money
for content.

Here are a few tips:

Make It Sound Exciting

People love to be part of a movement and part of a community. This is
how you need to make it sound to be a member of your site — explain
to people that they’ll be part of something exciting and be sure to refer



to your members as 'VIPs' or ‘exclusive members’.

Offer Levels Of Membership

If you want to charge a lot for membership, this can be a difficult
challenge to overcome. One useful strategy then is to offer different
levels of membership.

Perhaps you charge $5 a month for access to certain pages, but $20
for full, unrestricted access.
Free Trial

The best way to get someone to buy a puppy is to let them take it
home for a week.

You can do something similar with your membership - let your users
try it for free so that they see the full benefits and become big fans of
what you do. Only ask for payment once your visitors have seen that
it's worthwhile!

Recurring Passive Income Is The Ideal Business

Model

A lot of people think that making money online is the perfect set up. In
the perfect world, this means earning from a passive income model so
that they can even be asleep and still be earning money.

Even when you are working, if you’re online then you’ll be able to
make money from the comfort of your home or even while you're
sitting on the beach soaking up sun.

But while this is all true, it’s also true that working online can be hard
work. Even with a passive income, there can never be any guarantee
that you’re going to have a consistent cash flow. Just look at how
many businesses were completely destroyed by the Google Panda and
Pigeon algorithm changes.

On the other hand though, if you can get them to buy one very small
item - even if it just costs $5 - this will now make it much easier to
get them to buy future items for much more money. Especially if you
provide them with a great service and a really high-quality product!

Increasing Ecommerce Your Sales

If you have an ecommerce store of any kind, then whether you're
selling a digital product, a physical product or a subscription, there are
a few techniques you can employ to make even more sales. And it’s all
about the way you set up your store...

Use a Red 'Buy Now’ Button

If you make your buy now button red, research shows that it will get
more clicks than if you were to make it any other color.

Make Multiple Bundles at Different Price Points

One of the best ways to sell more products is to give your customers
more control over the way they want to buy them. If you create
multiple ‘bundles’ for instance, this might mean that you let your
customers buy more items at once and make bigger savings or choose
to buy just a few individual items from your larger batch and thereby
spend less money in total.

Either way, you can help your customers feel as though they’re saving
money or making a savvy decision while still buying from you!

Sell Some Very Cheap Items

If you are trying to sell a very expensive product from your
ecommerce store, then this means you're essentially trying to
accomplish two very difficult things.

Chapter 4: Using Affiliates to Sell More

Adding affiliate programs to your ecommerce store is a
fantastic way to greatly increase the sales you make.

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Chapter 5: Getting Stock Photos For
Your Wix Store

If you are selling items online that you don’t actually physically
have at your location or if you have the items at your location
but you just don’t have the facilities to take good photos you
might want to consider using stock photos for the products in
your Wix store.

There are actually quite a few companies out there that deal with
product stock photos and you may be able to find what you’re looking
for. If you are selling specialized products that don’t have stock photos
you may have to consider other options which will be discussed here.

Where To Find Stock Photos Of Products

Many people that set up an online store get their product images
directly from a Google image search. However, this can be a very bad
idea.

If you have taken an image that a competitor of yours actually took
themselves and then placed on their website, you may run afoul of
intellectual property law. If someone takes a photograph, the rights to
it are usually theirs.

However, that doesn’t mean that all is lost. You may politely ask the
retailer where they get their images and see if there is some way that
you can get access to the same images.

Stock Photo Websites

Don’t waste a lot of time looking on stock photo websites for your
product photos. Do a quick Google search and see if any of the first
few results are from a stock photo image. If not, you probably are
going to find that particular product on any stock photo page.



A lot of the time, what stock photo websites have, are images of a
particular product model that represents all of the products in that
category.

For example, they may have a picture of a specific blender model, but
they are not listing it as the model they are simply listing it as a
blender.

Ask The Manufacturer

One of the things that you can do that many store owners don’t even
think about is contact the manufacturer and get suggestions from
them as to where you can get photos of the products that you're
selling.

Some manufacturers even have stock photos that they have taken for
various marketing purposes but even if they don’t, they’'ll probably be
able to point you in the right direction so that you can find a viable
source.

Using Pinterest To Make Sales In Your Wix Store

If you own a Wix store, odds are that you already know about the
social media tie-ins that you can do, especially adding the buy button
to Pinterest posts.

However, even though this is available, and everyone knows that social
media can be a valuable source of sales, there are still people out
there that resist using Pinterest — mostly because they have never
used it and are a little uneasy about a new social media platform,
particularly one that uses pictures as its primary form of
communication and not words.

So, if you are not currently using Pinterest with your Wix store, here
are four tips that will help you use this social media powerhouse to
make sales.



Use Coupons: Pinterest users love coupons and they love the
exclusivity that comes from discovering something on Pinterest and
then being able to save money on it.

You can use third-party sites like Groupon to set up deals, as well as
applications like Wishpond. Then, you can create a coupon board on
your Pinterest page that people can check often.

Don’t neglect SEO: Many people use Pinterest for their business with
no regard to optimizing their Pinterest page, pins or boards for search
engines. Always use good SEO practices with Pinterest.

Run contests: If you want to make your Pinterest followers take note
and increase the traffic to your Wix store then you want to run
contests regularly. Contests are exciting and they end up being shared
a lot more often.

Contests can introduce you to a whole new audience on Pinterest. You
can either host the coupons on your own Wix site or you can host
them on Pinterest and drive traffic to your site and the previous
application mentioned - Wishpond - also works well for contests.

Use rich pins: Rich pins are something relatively new to Pinterest. Rich
pins allow you to pin recipe pins, movie pins and pins on a specific
product, which is what you want.

You are allowed to update price, product availability and more, plus
there is more content for the search engines to find, which means
more traffic.

Rich pins can be used to showcase special products that you are
currently trying to promote, or you can use them for your products
whenever you post them. This will allow you to get traffic to Pinterest
and send it straight to your store.
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Chapter 6: How Wix Pays Store Owners

If you're considering Wix one of the things that you’re going to
want to know is how you’re going to get paid.

Wix has a built-in payment gateway that uses their credit card
machines to process all of your sales. At regular intervals, Wix pays
the store owners what they are owed, minus any credit card fees that
come with your Wix plan.

This is actually a really great way to accept payments because it is
100% secure, already integrated into your Wix site and very easy to
use. But you might be wondering how you get paid. Here is the
lowdown on how Wix pays their store owners.

Wix Funds Transfer

So, how does Wix actually pay you? The fact is, you’ll be able to set
that up yourself and your site’s admin area. You can have your money
in as little as three days if you live in the United States or Australia. If
you live in Canada or the United Kingdom you have to wait seven
days. Remember, those are business days not days of the week.

For banks, business days are Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday
and Friday only, as long as they aren’t on federal holidays when they
are closed.

However, that doesn’t mean that Wix works by the same rules that
banks do. Wix will transfer your funds every day. So, you might see
that it is paid in your account, but you actually haven’t gotten a
payment yet.

That means, most likely, the deposit has been sent out, but your bank
hasn’t actually processed it and put it into your account. It could be
the same day that you see it says paid or it could be the very next day



depending on the processing speed of your bank.

Some of the other things that you need to keep in mind is that your
first payment probably isn’t going to happen soon. Wix wants to make
sure that there is no fraud going on with all of their new members and
so they take the time to carefully check whenever somebody has a
first-time payment.

It is usually only a few extra days. Also bear in mind, that for some
products, Wix is required to pay only every 30 days. Finally, you’ll also
have the occasional refund to deal with. Wix deposits refunds
immediately after issue, but it could take a few days to get your
customers bank account or credit card.

You might be able to pay less tax than you normally would,
because of your expenses, but you also have to set a pretty big chunk
of money aside from all of your income to make sure that you can
cover your tax since you won't know how much a low until the very
end of the year.

Here are the steps that you’ll go through if you're trying to create
product variants through the Wix admin panel. First, go to your admin
area and go to the pricing, inventory and shipping section.

There will be a link there to allow you to add variants for whichever
product it is.

You will create two things to make your variants. The first is the option
name; which in the case of our example would be color, size and style.
For each of these, you're going to set your option values, which are the
different sizes and colors that we discussed earlier.

You are able to set a different price in a different barcode for each



variant and customize the listing the way you need to.

After you have your variants added to your products you want to make
sure that you optimize for the search engines for your variant products
as much as you possibly can. In case someone is looking for a product
that you sell in a specific color try to ensure that it will appear in the
search engines.

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Chapter 9: Building a Brand That People

No matter what type of product you intend on selling online
and whether or not that product is something you created
yourself, it is always crucial that you have a strong brand in
order to encourage sales.

The aim is not only to get people to want to buy a particular product
but also to get them to want to buy that product from you. Why would
they come to your site to buy their fitness clothing when they can buy
the exact same thing from Amazon?

How do you build the trust and familiarity that makes people want to
buy from you?

What Is a Brand?

It starts by understanding precisely what a brand is - and what it is
not. A brand is much more than just a logo and a company name.

Instead, your brand is the mission statement that holds your company
together and drives you forward. It is the answer to the question:

‘Why do you do what you do?’

This is what a lot of businesses completely misunderstand and that in
turn is what prevents them from fulfilling their full potential. If the only
objective of your brand is to sell products, then it will be uninspiring
and uninteresting, and no one will have any particular affiliation with
you or interest in buying from you over another seller.

We've all been to sites like that: they’re bland, plain and completely
devoid of passion. But now think of the brands that you actually love.



They will have a driving motivation behind them and an ethos that you
agree with.

Perhaps you like an organic food brand that seems to really care about
improving the health of its customers and avoiding anything that will
damage their health. Perhaps they want to make the world a cleaner
and eco-friendlier place. And that makes you want to shop with them.

It makes you excited to try out their product recommendations.
Perhaps the brand you love is a weight training brand that’s all about
pushing yourself harder and that’s all about grit and determination. If
that speaks to you, then you’ll want to wear that logo!

Communicating Your Brand

But it's one thing to have a real mission statement and passion behind
your brand - it’s another thing entirely to communicate that with your
audience and to get them to believe you.

So how do you go about doing this and making sure that people really
understand what you’re all about?

A good start is to have a logo and a company name that perfectly
explains who you are and what you do. This should be designed
specifically for a particular target audience. That is to say that you
should never try to cater to everyone but rather to cater strongly to a
particular person.

The aim is that if someone sees just one of your products or blog
posts, combined with your company name and your logo... that alone
should be enough to tell them that they’ll love your brand and will
want to follow it!

Pricing and Positioning Your Items To Increase

Sales
What determines how well an item sells? Many people think it is the



quality of the item. Others think it is the quality of the marketing. But
actually, it's both those things and lots more. The rather daunting
aspect of selling a product is that you need to get everything right and
that countless tiny factors are all influencing how well your product
sells (or doesn’t) at any given time.

This is good news too though, as it means that at any point, you can
probably encourage more sales by tweaking your approach in one area
or another. For example: even changing the way you arrange your
items in an ecommerce store can make a big difference to how they
sell!

Using Contrast

Contrast is an interesting concept in retail that suggests you should
place two items next to each other that have contrasting price points.
In other words, place your expensive ties right next to your cheap ties.
Why is this? Because it makes both items look better. For the
expensive ties, being next to the cheaper ties makes them seem more
luxurious and premium.

What's more, is that if someone was thinking that they were going to
buy the cheap ties, they might notice that the expensive ones are
there and that for just a little more money, they could have the very
most luxurious line that you stock. They might not initially have been
interested in buying a tie for $50. But seeing as it's only $15 more
expensive than the cheap ties, why not bump up the expense and get
the very best?

Conversely, this now makes the cheap tie seem like an even better
bargain. And if your customer is debating whether or not they should
make a purchase, they can use this as a way to convince themselves.
‘Well,” they might think, ‘at least if I just buy the cheap tie, I will have
saved myself some money!.

Selling One Cheap Item

Something I always recommend is that an ecommerce store sell at



least one very cheap item. This is important because when someone
shops with you for the first time, they might not fully trust your service
or even how secure your payments are. Thus, they won’t want to
spend a large amount of money and risk it not showing up!

But by selling one item very cheaply, you can convince someone to
take a risk when there’s not that much money at stake. This way, they
can see that you provide a reliable service and hopefully they’ll then be
happy to use your business in future for more expensive products!

There are many more strategies like these that you can use to sell
products, and these vary from bundling products together, to offering
limited-time discounts in order to drive sales. Ultimately though, the
take home lesson is that if you want something to sell faster, you
might want to think about the way you’re presenting it in your
ecommerce store.
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Conclusion

If you are selling products through a dropshipping business on
Wix or if you're selling a digital product as an affiliate, then it is
absolutely crucial that you build a relationship with your
potential customers before you try and sell to them.

This is something that a lot of sellers and marketers just don't
understand and ultimately it is to their detriment as they end up
missing out on the opportunity to sell. Read on to see exactly what this
means and why it is so important...

An analogy... The best way to explain this is with an analogy, or two.
Imagine for a moment that you see an attractive lady or man at a bar,
and you want to get to know them a little better.

So, what you do is you go up and you ask if they’re coming home with
you tonight. What do you think happens next? Most likely you get a
firm slap in the face — and this is more than fair enough!

The problem with this approach is that the person doesn’t know you
yet. They don’t know what you're like and if they're likely to have a
good time with you and more importantly - they don’t know if they
can trust you! You might be dangerous as far as they’re concerned!

Another scenario is someone trying to sell a watch. Imagine they come
up to you in the street holding a watch and ask if you want to buy it
for $2,000. What do you say? Again, you’ll probably turn and run.

No one would spend that much money on something without knowing
anything about it and without having any form of ‘come back’ in case
the deal turns sour.



How Businesses Make This Mistake All the Time

Both these examples probably seem absurd to you, but this is essentially
what many businesses are doing all the time. If you have a website that tries
to sell a product as soon as anyone lands on it, then you’re going to drive
people away before they have even had a chance to read your site.

They may well be interested in what you're selling but if they don’t know
your brand and they don’t know your product, then they won’t want to buy
right away. And if all you're interested in doing is selling to them with tons of
pop-up ads, then you’re going to drive them off - it will look like spam!

Now consider the alternative approach: they land on your website and they
find tons of great content that's well written, free and informative. This
allows the visitor to form a positive opinion of your business and hopefully to
become interested in the products you’re mentioning.

And as a result, they’re much more likely to want to buy from you in future.
So instead of focusing on making a sale, focus on making a fan. Push them
toward a mailing list instead and invite them to come back. That way, the
sales will come to you!
